PUBLICISE: Make sure the
public know what you are
raising money for; let everyone
know what you are doing.
Contact the local press.  Talk to
as many people as possible as
this may generate new ideas and
offers of help.

PERSONALISE: People like to
know how you will benefit from
the money they give.

THANK: Supporters and helpers;
don’t forget to publicise the
results of your efforts.

BUILD ON SUCCESS: Use
records of helpers and supporters
when planning any future
events; don’t be put off by one
unsuccessful event; learn from
your mistakes and try again.
