Drama Classes at the Old Sheriff Court 

 
 

• Weekly drama classes take place on Saturdays and Sundays at Scottish Youth 
Theatre at the Old Sheriff Court, 105 Brunswick Street, Glasgow, G1 1TF.  

• Classes are open to anyone aged between 3 and 25 years.  
• Participants are taught by professional, experienced tutors with a passion for 

theatre and an expertise that is second to none.  
• All tutors hold a Disclosure Scotland check.  

 
 
3-4 year olds   Junior Skint Knees  Sat @ 11am – 12pm  
       Sun @ 12.30 – 1.30pm  
 
Junior Skint Knees provides an introduction to drama through fun games, movement 
and stories. Members are encouraged to develop their self expression and to explore 
their imaginations. All tutors are experiences in working with very young children and 
although some first timers can be overwhelmed by the lively atmosphere they soon 
settle in and realise that Junior Skint Knees is a lot of fun! The 3-4 class is one hour long. 
 
 
5-7 year olds  Skint Knees    Sat @ 12.15 – 1.45pm /  

Sun @ 12 – 1.30pm  
 
Skint Knees continues the approach of JSK but the activities have more emphasis on 
improvisation, including movement, character and story. As children in this age range 
tend to be developing at a rapid pace, SK provides separate classes for 5-7 year olds 
and 8-10 year olds. The 5-7 class is an hour and a half long. 
 
8-10 year olds  Skint Knees   Sat or Sun at 1.45 – 3.45pm 
 
Skint Knees continues the approach of JSK but the activities have more emphasis on 
improvisation, including movement, character and story. As children in this age range 
tend to be developing at a rapid pace, SK provides separate classes for 5-7 year olds 
and 8-10 year olds. The 8-10 class is two hours long. 
 
11-14 year olds  SYT 11-14    Sat or Sun @ 1.45 – 3.45pm  
       Sat or Sun at 4 – 6pm  
 
SYT 11-14 uses tutor led improvisation and drama games to help participants develop 
skills in acting such as character narrative development, voice and movement. 
Participant input is very important and much of each groups work will be inspired by 
issues of relevance to the participants. Most people find that SYT 11-14 is a great 
place to meet new friends with similar interests. Please note that this group will be split 
into 11-12’s and 13-14’s where possible. The 11-14 class runs for two hours.  
 
15-25    SYT Senior Workshop    Sat or Sun @ 4 – 6pm  
 
The Senior Workshop concentrates on improvisation and provides a wide ranging 
dramatic experience. It is open to anyone regardless of previous experience. The 15-
25 class runs for two hours.

Dance classes at the Old Sheriff Court  

 
All classes will be taught by experienced dance tutors and choreographers. 
 
 
2 ½ - 4  Tiny Twisters    Sat and Sun @ 10 am – 10.45am   
 
Pre-school children will learn and develop basic dance movements without even 
realising it as they’ll be having so much fun telling stories through dance. Dancing at 
this early stage develops young people’s motor skills, co-ordination and confidence. 
This class is an ideal introduction to dance providing a solid foundation for any style.  
 
5 – 7    Junior Jumpers   Sat and Sun @ 11 am – 11.45am  
 
Ballet to develop posture, tap to develop musicality, and improvisation and jazz to let 
young people find their style through self expression. The aim of this class is to allow 
each participant to reach their full potential and have fun doing it! Participants do 
not have to wear tap shoes but hard soled shoes are ideal.  
 
8-11  Funky Feet    Saturday @ 11 am – 12pm 
 
‘Funky Feet works on raising confidence by developing a strong foundation of the 
dancers ballet and tap technique using many musical styles and celebrating their 
creativity by developing their own ideas.   This class is the next step from Junior 
Jumpers, however is still suitable for beginners.’ 
 
8-11  Streetdance     Sat and Sun @ 12.30 pm – 1.30pm  
  
Each class will start with an aerobic warm-up done to all the latest tunes to inspire 
dancers to give it their all. The class will finish with a funky dance routine. Throughout 
the terms we will introduce participants to dancing all different styles. Participants 
should wear loose, comfortable clothing and jazz shoes or trainers.  
 
 
12+  Musical Theatre   Sat and Sun @ 2.30 pm – 3.30pm   
  & Commercial Jazz      
 
This class will cover a wide range of jazz styles from west-end jazz to music video. This 
class is suitable for absolute beginners. Wear loose comfortable clothing and jazz 
shoes or bare feet.
