This workshop will explore how a group of actors can develop a deep, visceral partnership, supporting each other fully in both group and solo work, and how we can connect with our own deep sources of creativity as performers.

Using physical, rhythmic and spatial exercises, song, text, and the imagination we will investigate how to:

· Open up our sources of creativity linking voice, movement, music and partner work into an organic whole.

· Give ourselves to our partners, making our bodies one body, our voices one voice, responding as one. Such deep support creates a powerful foundation for performance and provides an altered experience of ourselves allowing us to break free of habits and patterns.

Born in Glasgow, Ewan initially trained as an actor at Dublin's Gaiety School of Acting and in improvisation with world-renowned teacher Keith Johnstone. He has worked extensively in devised, physical and text-based theatre, collaborating with many companies in the UK and Ireland, and has taught improvisation, physical theatre and devising in the UK and Poland. Ewan has been a member of Poland's multi-award-winning Song of the Goat Theatre since 2006. He has recently moved back to Scotland and is beginning to make work here with his company Hidden Birds.

Song of the Goat Theatre is one of the most exciting and innovative companies of the new avant-garde theatre movement in Europe. The work of the company is based around daily training and ongoing research into the actor's craft and is inspired and informed by the work of Grotowski, Gardzienice, Brook and Kantor. 

This workshop will be a practical, experiential session, we will work primarily with the moving body and the sung and spoken voice.
